The School of Social Work at Radford University invites applications for a tenure-track Assistant Professor position.  Primary responsibility will be teaching courses in the BSW and MSW programs. An active agenda of scholarly productivity is also required. The position includes responsibility for teaching, advising, university service and professional contributions.  Some teaching in evenings, Saturdays, and/or off-campus will be expected.
Minimum qualifications include: an MSW from a CSWE-accredited program; at least two years post-MSW social work practice experience; and an earned doctorate in social work.  ABD candidates who anticipate degree conferral within one year of hire will also be considered. Preference will be given to candidates with teaching experience; evidence of potential for scholarly productivity; interest and aptitude for teaching in the areas of research, policy, and macro practice. Review of applications will begin immediately and will continue until the position is filled.  Preferred start date: Fall, 2010.
