Evidence of excellence in research and teaching is required. 
· One Joint position in Policy at the Factor-Inwentash Faculty of Social Work and the School of Public Policy and Governance, Faculty of Arts and Science (Job #  1000562)
This position will be held 51% at the Factor-Inwentash Faculty of Social Work and 49% at the School of Public Policy and Governance.  The candidate is expected to have a scholarly focus on the contextual and participatory aspects of social policy in Canada that affect social work practice and social policy in the Canadian context.
Qualifications: A doctorate in social work or related field; an active program of research in social policy issues affecting social work; social work macro practice experience; an established or emerging reputation in research with demonstrated ability to attract external research funding; and a publication record in high quality peer reviewed journals.  Evidence of excellence in research and teaching is required.
